LAST POST FUND LONG MEDAL SERVICE DELIVERED BY QUEBEC LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR PIERRE DUCHESNE

On May 20, the Honourable Pierre Duchesne, Québec’s 28th Lieutenant Governor and the Honorary Patron of the Last
Post Fund (LPF) Québec Region, was invited to deliver the LPF Long Service Medal to employees and volunteer members
of the LPF Québec Region.
